Study Abroad Program – Paris, France
Women’s and Gender Studies at Ohio University seeks a graduate assistant for its study abroad program to be held in Paris, France, June 21-July 21, 2011. GA must arrive in Paris one day early, on June 20.  We anticipate 10-12 undergraduate students though it is possible that there may be some graduate students.  The program will include two courses taught by program Director, Dr. Judith Grant (WGS 200 and POLS 270) and a variety of independent study options. GA responsibilities include attending and running the table at our study abroad fairs during academic year 2010-11, assisting professor in and setting up and running 2-3 orientation meetings, preparing and distributing leaflets, managing email correspondence, maintaining a list of interested students, and other duties related to trip preparations. While in France, GA will be responsible for language translation, helping in planning of excursions, etc. GA will live in dormitory with students, but will have her/his own room.  Fluency in French is required.  Compensation includes per diem, airfare to Paris, lodging and stipend.  GA must take a full course load during the summer (9 credits).  This can be in the form of thesis credits or directed research.   Selection process begins immediately. Deadline for application is Nov. 1, 2010.
