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Nomination and Election Process

Nomination Process: 
· Nominee must be a student member of NCRE who is currently in a doctoral program, and in good academic standing. 

· Student must be in an academic program for the next two years: term begins April 2011 and expires in April 2013. 

· All students must apply and submit the required documents. (Application for voluntary service with NCRE, bio, current vita, and membership application, if not a current member). 

· A student may self nominate.  Student Members of NCRE may also submit nominations for the Student Member to the Nominating Committee. 

· An endorsement from the students’ advisor or department head is required, indicating the student meets the necessary requirements for office.

· Please submit your nomination with all required documentation via email only to the NCRE Office Coordinator at satwal@csufresno.edu no later than November 19, 2010.
Election Process:

· The NCRE Office Coordinator will mail all current student members their ballots, to include a pre-paid return envelope in December 2010.

· Each ballot will have voting instructions with a deadline date (30 days to vote) for postmark date of return envelope.

· All voting is anonymous.
· The Student Representative on the Board of Directors is elected by a majority vote of individuals who are Student Members of NCRE.
