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2009-2010 Counselor Education Assessment Report
The Counselor Education faculty, in compliance with the CACREP 2009 standards, collects, analyzes, and documents student learning outcomes (SLOs). The following report provides data from Employer Surveys, Exit Surveys, and course work. These data will be reviewed at the annual CE Advisory Board. It is the intention of the CE faculty that these data in conjunction with feedback from the Advisory Board will result in recommendations for program improvement.  

In the assessment of individual student progress in coursework designed to meet CACREP Standards, rubrics have been developed for specific assignments. The rubrics usually rate students as follows: Does Not Meet Expectations, Meets Expectations, Exceeds Expectations. The rubrics are displayed with the assignments on each course’s website on LiveText. Students submit their assignments on LiveText for assessment, and receive feedback in the form of both the rubric and additional comments the instructor may wish to make. Data reports are generated at the end of each quarter which provide information on achievement in meeting the assessed standards. The aggregate data are located in the corresponding course folder in the LiveText exhibit center. Comparisons can be made between those that have been assessed as Does Not Meet Expectations, Meets Expectations, and Exceeds Expectations. Please refer to the data reports generated for courses which follow this narrative.
Students generally met or exceeded rubric items on all courses except the following: EDCE 520, the three assignments indicate that 50%, 66%, and 40% of students did not meet expectations on APA writing style; EDCE 523, the three assignments indicate that 18% did not meet expectations on content and that 27% and 10% did not meet expectations on APA writing style; EDCE 524, the two assignments indicate that 36% and 4% of students did not meet expectations on APA writing style;  EDCE 720, one student did not meet expectations on the research paper; EDCE 762, on the research paper, 19% did not meet expectations on writing style and the general report on the Athens campus and 3% did not meet expectations on content on the Chillicothe campus.

The Employer Survey Data (provided near the end of this report) are divided into program areas. The Clinical Mental Health Counseling-Employer Survey Data indicate that employers felt that Ohio University graduates prepared or very prepared on all items except the following items, on which one employer felt the graduate was the graduate was somewhat prepared: uses appropriate career development, program planning, organization, administration, and evaluation; maintains appropriate counseling characteristics and behaviors that influence the helping process;  addiction and co-occurring disorders; principles of crisis intervention; current record keeping standards; strategies to support client advocacy and influence public policy; and basic and commonly prescribed psychopharmacological medications.

The School Counseling-Employer Survey Data indicate employer felt that OU graduates were prepared or very prepared on all items except the following items, on which one employer felt somewhat prepared: understands the principles of group dynamics and facilitates the therapeutic factors of group work, utilizes appropriate selection criteria for group members, facilitates various types of groups and demonstrates competency in dealing with terms specific to group counseling (e.g., norms, resistance, cohesiveness, informed consent).

The Counselor Education and Supervision-Employer Survey Data indicate the employers rated OU graduates as prepared or very prepared on all items.


The Counselor Education Exit Survey(provided near the end of this report) indicates that most students felt somewhat or very prepared on most items. Clinical mental health program students indicated that they did not feel prepared on the following items: principles of crisis intervention (2 students); assessing and managing suicide risk (1 student); current record keeping standards (1 student); strategies to support client advocacy and influence public policy (1 student); basic and commonly prescribed psychopharmacological medications (4 students). School Counseling students indicated that they did not feel prepared on the following items: School emergency management plan (1 student); ways in which educational policies and programs can be developed, adapted, and modified to be culturally congruent with the needs of students and families (1 student), signs and symptoms of substance abuse in children and in the home (1 student); curriculum design, lesson plan development, differentiated instructional strategies (1 student); and assessing and managing suicide risk (1 student).

Two students indicated that their advisor was not at all helpful during the practicum experience. Three students indicated that their advisor was not at all helpful during their internship experience, and one student indicated that his/her site supervisor was not at all helpful during the internship experience.


Only 2 students indicated that they would not recommend the counselor education program to others, and 20 students indicated that they would recommend it.


On the Chillicothe campus, students indicated they felt somewhat prepared or prepared on all items except for the following items: human growth development (1 student); career development (3 students); current record keeping standards (1 student); strategies to support client advocacy and influence public policy (2 students); basic and commonly prescribed psychopharmacological medications (4 students);  models of program evaluation and evidence-based treatments for evaluating outcomes (1 student); diagnostic process and criteria as outlined in the DSM-IV-TR (1 student). Three students indicated that their advisor was not at all helpful during their practicum experience, and four students indicated that their advisor was not at all helpful during the internship experience. One student indicated that he/she was very unhappy with the experience at Ohio University, five were somewhat happy, fourteen were happy, and twelve were very happy. Thirty students would recommend the program to someone and two would not.
