CALL FOR POSTER PRESENTATION PROPOSALS
SAMFC/T SPRING WORKSHOP: “UNDERSTANDING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE”

Friday, April 8, 2011


The Society for the Advancement of Marriage and Family Counseling/Therapy (SAMFC/T) at The University of Akron will be hosting a poster presentation session during our annual Spring workshop tentatively titled, “Understanding Domestic Violence,” and welcome poster abstract submissions at this time. 


At this workshop, we seek to explore the intricate dynamics of domestic violence from multiple perspectives of Marriage and Family Therapists, Counselors, School Counselors, Psychologists, and Social Workers to better understand how we can address such sensitive issues with those who are impacted by domestic violence. We seek proposals for presentations from individual and relational/systemic perspectives, addressing such questions as:
· What are the ethical considerations involved in working with clients who are experiencing domestic violence?

· How does working from a systemic perspective differ from an individual perspective when working with clients who are victims of domestic violence?

· How do counselors and therapists assess for domestic violence?

· How can therapists utilize play therapy to work with children of domestic violence?

· What resiliency factors help clients cope with experiences of domestic violence?

Poster abstract submissions may be original research, including pilot studies and case studies, or an extensive review of the literature (non-research) and should be no longer than 300 words in length. Titles for proposed poster may be no longer than 60 characters with spaces and punctuation. Presenters are also asked to include a poster description that will appear in the workshop guide, to be no longer than 60 words. 

A blind review process will be utilized to select accepted posters. Please complete the information sheet on the following page with a five-digit ID number created by you (e.g. the last 5 digits of your student ID or license number), this number will be the only identifying information included with you abstract submission. Please complete all materials and attach a copy of presenter’s C.V. and submit through e-mail to cas88@zips.uakron.edu by Monday, February 14, 2011 at 5pm (EST), presenters will be notified of acceptance of their poster presentation by Monday, February 28, 2011 at 5pm (EST). We ask that there be a maximum of two (2) presenters per poster. Submissions should be in a Microsoft Office Document, single spaced in size twelve (12) Times New Roman font with one (1) inch margins.

The workshop, “Understanding Domestic Violence,” will be held Friday, April 8, 2011 at the University of Akron from 9:00am to 4:30pm. Poster session will be held during the lunch hour to workshop attendees. More information regarding the workshop to follow.
