The Counselor-in-Residence (CR) Program places doctoral-level and professionally supervised counselors/therapists directly into residence halls to address the mental-health concerns of residents and Residence Life staff.  The objective of the CR program is to support the academic and personal growth of students through the provision of on-site and easily accessed consultation and mental-health support services.  Services include:  

· Preventative & Psychoeducational Programming

· Supporting the counselor-on-call during emergency and crisis situations 

· Follow-up services to residents and staff following crisis situations 

· Consultation with Residential Life staff on mental-health issues 

· Brief counseling with residents and Residence Life staff, including: 

· Weekly “Let’s Talk” hours 

· Appointments with self-referred and staff-referred students 

· “House-call” visits with students following staff referral 

· Group or individual follow-up sessions following disturbances in the residential community

Applicants for the position should meet the following qualifications: 
· Doctoral student in the Department of Psychology or Department of Counselor Education 

· At least two years of clinical training or experience  

· Enrolled full-time at the university 

· Interest in providing counseling/consultation on mental-health issues to college-age students  

· Interest in immediate crisis care and emergency intervention 

· A desire to develop and facilitate mental-health based programming 

Other desirable qualifications include: 

· Experience working in residential settings, or past affiliation with department of residence life at a university or college
Expectations for the Counselor-in-Residence include: 

· Provide 15 hours of services in total, including 5-10 hours of drop-in appointment time weekly

· Provide assistance in emergency crisis care when requested by Counseling Center or Residence Life Staff 

· Provide outreach and educational programming to students and Residence Life staff 

For these services, the Counselor-in-Residence is compensated with: 

· An on-campus apartment and meal plan (full room and board)
· A parking pass and on-campus office space
