CRITERIA: Research proposals will be evaluated against the following criteria:
· Proposed topic is within the scope of creativity in counseling

· Literature review indicates the relevance of research and practice related to creativity in counseling 

· Research design and methodology are consistent with proposal and adhere to ethical standards for research 

 Award Recognition: Grants will be awarded during the ACC Business Meeting at the ACA Conference 2012 in San Francisco. 

Conditions of acceptance of awards: 
· Submit a copy of the proposal and results for presentation at the next ACC conference

· Include an acknowledgement of ACC financial support in all presentations and publications related to the proposal.  

· Write a brief, 500 word, description of the progress of your research and/or your findings for the ACC Newsletter.

All applicants will be notified of the selection committee’s funding decisions prior to the ACA Conference in San Francisco.
