Doctoral students must have all degree requirements completed before June 8, 2012, to participate in the commencement ceremony. 
SPRING FINAL DEFENSE ARRANGEMENTS
At least two weeks in advance of their final defense, the candidate must email Ramona Mott at  mott@ohio.edu with the confirmed DATE, TIME and ROOM, CURRENT COMMITTEE and CURRENT DISSERTATION or Thesis TITLE. 
DUE TO THE NEW Patton College of Education [PCOE] PLAGIARISM CHECK PROCESS & THE VOLUME OF CANDIDATES, WE RECOMMEND THAT SPRING DEGREE CANDIDATES DEFEND AT LEAST TWO WEEKS BEFORE THE TAD DEADLINE TO DEFEND.  i.e., the final dissertation is due to TAD on May 4.  
Plan on your Chair submitting the post defense dissertation to the PCOE “Turn It In” officer, Ricky Huard, no later than April 20. Dissertation/Thesis chairs must also submit the Plagiarism tracking sheet, found on the PCOE Intranet.
TAD suggested deadline for candidate to email final dissertation defense arrangements to Ramona Mott is APRIL 6 for doctoral candidates who applied for Spring 2011-12 graduation.
TAD suggested Deadline to email final Thesis defense arrangements to Ramona Mott is May 4, for Master’s candidates who applied for Spring graduation.

By JUNE 1: Two printed Thesis approval pages and one abstract, signed by the Thesis Committee Chair, are due to Ramona Mott, 124B McCracken Hall.
