Volunteers for Summer 2014 

NOAA's National Weather Service (NWS) Forecast Office located in Grand Rapids, MI is accepting applications for Student Volunteers for the summer of 2014.  Student volunteers would be able to gain valuable job experience in NWS weather forecasts and warnings.  Student volunteers are provided training and gain experience working in their field of interest. Those interested in weather forecasts and warnings will find themselves to be more competitive in applying for Meteorologist (GS-1340 series) positions in NOAA's National Weather Service upon completion of their college/university degree. 

Prospective volunteers would be expected to volunteer a minimum of eight hours per week during the summer semester/quarter and complete a set of learning objectives agreed upon by the student, their advisor, and the office Student Volunteer Program Leader.  The prospective volunteer would also need to submit to a security background check if selected.
At this time, there are no paid internship offerings at NWS Grand Rapids. 

Interested students should forward a resume containing the information below to Brandon Hoving (brandon.hoving@noaa.gov), Student Volunteer Program Leader by Friday, February 28, 2014.  The resume will contain the following:  student's name and contact information; name of college/university and academic status (freshman, sophomore, junior, senior, post graduate, etc.); college major and minor (if applicable); unofficial college transcript(s);  student advisor's name and contact information;  recent employment experience including core responsibilities, name and contact information of supervisor (including a statement as to whether or not we may contact a previous employer); and a statement outlining the student's interests in volunteering at NWS Grand Rapids.  The statement of interest should be included as a separate document (not to exceed one page) relating the student's career interests, past experience in their field of interest, and expectations of their volunteering at NWS Grand Rapids.
