Applications being accepted for Student Volunteers
at NWS Grand Rapids, Michigan!
NOAA's National Weather Service (NWS) Forecast Office located in Grand Rapids, MI is now accepting applications for Student Volunteers.  Student Volunteers are able to gain valuable job experience in NWS weather forecasts, warnings, and decision support services.  Student Volunteers are provided training and gain experience working in their field of interest. Participants will be more competitive in applying for positions in NOAA's National Weather Service upon completion of their college/university degree. The guidelines for the Student Volunteer program are as follows:

· Students pursuing undergraduate degrees, graduate degrees, or doctoral degrees can apply
· Students must be enrolled at a college/university at least part time during their internship experience and may continue volunteering as long as they maintain enrollment (no 180 day limit anymore)
· Eligible students must be studying meteorology or a related discipline that involves some aspect of weather and/or climate

· Students who have completed synoptic and dynamic meteorology courses are given preference, but it is not a requirement

· Prior Student Volunteers are eligible to reapply provided they will be enrolled at least part time during their internship experience
· Student Volunteers typically work 16 hours per week (two 8 hour shifts), but can be flexible
The Federal Government’s Pathways Internship Program is a separate application process through www.usajobs.gov. These internships are paid and students may be eligible for conversion to a permanent job. At this time, it is unknown if there will be a Pathways Internship opportunity at NWS Grand Rapids. Students are encouraged to check www.usajobs.gov fairly routinely for internship opportunities within NOAA/NWS.

Interested students should forward their application package to Brandon Hoving, Student Volunteer Program Leader by Monday, February 29, 2016 at 11:59 pm. Late and/or incomplete applications will not be accepted.  The application package will contain the following: a cover letter, résumé, and unofficial college transcripts. Your cover letter is limited to one page and should demonstrate your specific interest in, and expectations of, being a Student Volunteer as well as past experiences in your field. Your résumé must include your academic standing, anticipated major/minor or advanced degree, advisor’s name and contact information, recent employment experience including core responsibilities and whether we can contact your supervisor(s).  Finalists will be interviewed in mid March.
