The paper and/or roundtable discussion submission is to be 3 to 8 single spaced pages (no less than 3 pages), including references in Times Roman 11 point font using APA 5th Edition or 6th Edition style for citations and references. These will be compiled into a document to share at the conference. 

Online registration will be available on February 15, 2011 with conference workshops, housing, and meals (7-30 to 8-4) included in the $600 registration fee. Travel to shopping in Columbus, Ohio, Easton Mall is included in the price of the registration.
Letters of invitation will be sent to each international participant once registration has been completed for the conference so that Visa arrangements can be made.
