How have feminist thinkers applied theory to the experiences of students and teachers of diverse backgrounds in Higher, K-12, and popular education? 
Examining both early pivotal and contemporary publications, this course will explore a wide range of feminist concepts in the context of education, such as: 
● solidarity          ● social class and hegemony
    ● womanism
   
 ● queer theory
● pedagogy, praxis, & power
 ● care theory

● critical race-gendered epistemologies, and


● gendered analyses of teacher/professor identities, work, and preparation.
Classes will combine critical dialogue with experiential, media, and arts-based pedagogies that challenge and expand traditional teaching-learning paradigms.
Students should be prepared for a “teacher-student with students-teachers”* educational modality that draws on the expertise and analyses of all.
