Course Description:  

This course provides a forum for researchers to become familiar with competency based educational models through:  1) a review of the literature, 2) creation of a curriculum, 3) conducting research on the efficacy of these models.
Learning Outcomes:

By the end of the course the participant will: 

1. Develop an understanding of traditional educational models in comparison with competency based models.
2. Be able to identify characteristics of competency based education.
3. Be able to use needs and task analysis procedures to identify competencies
4. Develop and implement a curriculum based on competency based models.
5. Conduct research on competency based education that contributes to the knowledge base.
