C. Algebra II is HUGE part of Ohio Core
D. Students must take Alg. II or its equivalent 
E. How are we going to assess/measure whether the students are succeeding in Alg II? And how to make comparisons across schools, states, etc.

b. Created in 1996 by a group of governors and corp leaders
c. Education reform org. 
d. Help raise academic standards and strengthen accountability
e. Created ADP network 
f. American Diploma Project
g. attempt to get together a coherent set of standards for US students that will enable us to compete internationally 
h. Not only in math 
i. Math standards similar to NCTM 
j. 13 states participated when it first started in 2005, now 34 states involved 
k. 22 states have now aligned their standards with ADP 
l. Ohio is part of this! 
m. Twenty states & DC now require a college & career-ready diploma 
n. What is Alg II? What is common for Alg II in all the states? 
o. Constructed an end-of-course (EOC) exam for Alg II
p. Piloted the exam in 2008 with 12 states participating 
q. One purpose of test is to indicate college readiness
r. Ohio has been a “lead state” 
s. The test:

a. 2 untimed sessions (appx. 90 minutes each)
b. One with calculator, one without
c. Mult. choice, short answer, & ext. response
d. At least 30% of points are constructed response or short answer
t. The state of OH wants to mandate this EOC exam for all students 
a. But it’s expensive ( 
b. So OH will pay for part of the test, but individual school districts must pay the rest 
u. In spring 2008, 33,611 students took the exam in OH; 128,576 were taking Alg II at the time 
a. Scores were very very low! 
b. Test was too hard
c. Students who take Alg II in lower grades tend to perform better 
v. Next administration of the exam is spring 2009 
w. Some people look down upon using Alg II to determine college-readiness
a. Idea that should be more rounded measure of where one would ‘fit’ (what about calc, stats, etc.)
2. The state is trying to answer Ohio Core with 11th/12th grade performance assessments
a. Would be used in conjunction with OGT
b.  Trying to connect it with what’s going on in classrooms 
c. Teachers are involved in development 
d. Goal is an outcomes-based assessment that would be based on performance that would value problem-solving, reasoning, etc.

1. criticism of the test is that it is “traditional” with a lot of computations 
2. seems scattered in terms of subject matter
a. but they all fit into the blueprint of the content 
3. When are they thinking about giving this test?
a. During regular school sessions
b. Longer than normal school periods 
4. Don’t know how reporting of scores will go for comparison between districts (show specifics in content areas?)
5. This test is given at the end of the Alg II course, no matter the grade level (senior, junior, etc.)
