Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club
Constitution 

Article I: Name

-Section 1: The name of this organization shall be Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club, hereafter referred to as OUMRC or OU Motorcycle Riding Club.
Article II: Purpose

-Section 1: The purpose of this organization is to unite fellow motorcyclists and people who share a passion for motorcycles with one another around the campuses of Ohio University. This organization aims to keep riders in contact with one another to maintain the passion for riding and to give motorcycle riders a better sense of identity at Ohio University. The organization will function as a gateway for motorcyclists to stay in touch with other riders and to also increase motorcycle awareness and structure when riding. Additionally, the organization has, as its goals, the promotion of safe riding, rider education, promotion of the interests of the Ohio University motorcycling community, and enjoyment of the motorcycling opportunities in and around Ohio University campuses.
Article III: Membership
-Section 1: The majority of the membership of this organization shall consist of enrolled Ohio University students. However, if an Ohio University administration, faculty, or staff member wishes to join the organization, they may do so as well. Also, any alumni of Ohio University are welcomed to join too.
-Section 2: This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individuals for reasons of race, national origin, color, religion, gender, age, veteran status, sexual orientation, and/or ability status. All makes and motorcycles are permitted—the OUMRC is an “all bikes” organization.  Riders of all levels are encouraged to join. 
-Section 3: Membership in this group shall be open to all who are interested and preferably have: 1. Motorcycle temps/license, 2. Motorcycle (preferably on campus), 3. Motorcycle mechanical experience, 4. Motorcycle safety gear. One does not need to have these components (especially all of them) in order to join, but it is highly recommended.
Article IV: Officers

-Section 1: The officers of the organization shall consist of:
A. President – The President shall be in charge of the other officers and the whole organization overall, making sure all club operations stay organized and intact. The president will also be responsible for communicating information among group members.  The President will be the riding club’s First Officer. 
B. Treasurer – The Treasurer shall be in charge of handling all economic issues regarding the organization. The Treasurer will be the riding club’s second officer and will assume the duties of the first officer in his/her absence.
C. Programmer – The programmer shall be responsible for assisting in organizing events and planning possible group activities.  
D. Safety Officer — The Safety officer shall be responsible for providing safety education and promoting safe riding within the club.
E. Secretary – This person is responsible for taking notes and recording the main points that are made at each meeting, including the meeting time, date, and duration. This individual is responsible for getting the recorded information out to the rest of the other members and assisting the President with other communication needs.
-Section 2: The qualifications for each office shall be for each individual to express extreme interest in the position and be willing to maintain its responsibilities throughout the term.
-Section 3: The terms of each office shall be right after elections are held toward the end of the Spring Semester until the same similar time, given an approximated full year of office.
-Section 4: If an individual in an officer position fails to satisfy the needs of club members and the organization overall and has a low approval rating by fellow members, they may be vetoed by a 2/3 vote. If a veto does take place, an election must occur soon after to fill the vacant spot to select an individual willing to take the position.
-Section 5: Should an officer’s position become vacant during his/her term, an election shall take place soon after to select an individual willing to fill the vacant position. 
Article V: Advisor

-Section 1: Our organization advisor must be a member of the faculty, administration, or staff of Ohio University.

-Section 2: The duties and responsibilities of the advisor shall be to help assist the president and fellow officers in maintaining the structure of the organization and to watch over group rides during planned trips, events, and activities.
-Section 3: Should the position of the advisor become vacant during the year, any nonstudent member who is a part of the faculty, staff, or administration of Ohio University will be asked to uphold the position. If there is a conflict or shared interest between qualified persons in this position, an election will be held amongst the organization to determine who will fill this vacant position.
Article VI: Meetings & Events
-Section 1: Regular meetings of the organization shall be held as often as felt necessary, determined by either the President or Advisor, who has the power to call such meetings to take place.
- Section 2: Club events, such as rides, social events, educational events, and others will be held based upon the desire of the membership.
Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club

By-Laws

Article I: Membership

-Section 1: A person may choose to join the organization at any given time during the academic year. 

-Section 2: There shall be no dues for this organization.

-Section 3: Membership responsibilities shall include being active and participating in group activities and contributing in every way possible to benefit and maintain the organization. If a member is an officer, the individual must do everything within their power to maintain responsibility of that position.
-Section 4: Membership can be terminated by a 2/3 vote by being extremely disrespectful and/or disorderly toward other group members.

Article II: Selection of Officers

-Section 1: The selection of officers shall be done by a voting process which will be held during a mandatory meeting during a selected time toward the end of the Spring Semester. An individual who is interested in an officer position: 1. Must express extreme interest in the position, 2. Feel somewhat qualified to be able to keep up with the demands of the position, 3. Give a brief 1-3 minute speech in front of group members about why they feel they should be elected into that position and what they would do if they held that spot. The individual with the highest amount of votes among the other candidates will be the one who earns that position for the next term. Officer positions become effective immediately following elections (instead of starting at the beginning of the next academic year, to get a head start into the following year).
-Section 2: The provisions for the removal of an officer include the lack of satisfaction of fellow group members of that officer pertaining to their work effort with their held officer position. A veto may be casted if the issue comes about and group members overturn the position with a 2/3 vote. If this occurs, a reelection must take place soon after to fill the vacant spot to select an individual willing to uphold the position.

Article III: Selection of Advisor

-Section 1: The selection of an advisor shall be done by a voting process held during the same time elections are for officer positions at the end of the Spring Semester. Any returning Ohio University staff, faculty, or administrative member is eligible for the advisor position for the upcoming year. They must go through the same voting process as an officer but have the option of whether they wish to give a speech or not. If there is not any Ohio University staff, faculty, or administration members that are a part of the organization during election time and the current advisor is unable to fill the advisor spot for next year, members may go out and seek an individual who is willing to take over the position. 

-Section 2: The provisions for removal of an advisor include the lack of satisfaction of fellow group members of that advisor pertaining to their work effort with their held advising position. A veto may be cast if the issue comes about and group members overturn the position with a 2/3 vote. If this occurs, a reelection must take place soon after to fill the vacant spot to select a qualified individual willing to uphold the position.
Article IV: Club activities

-Section 1: The Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club will engage in group activities designed to foster the accomplishment of the club’s goals.  Some of these activities may include, but are not limited to:

· Educational sessions on riding technique, general rider education, motorcycle maintenance, safer riding, and others.

· Social activities designed to foster camaraderie among club members.

· Group rides or tours.

· Participation in a group-sponsored ride or tour requires the completion of a waiver for each participant for each event.

· Conduct of group rides or events will follow those practices generally recognized in the larger motorcycling community and the American Motorcycle Association as being most conducive to safe and enjoyable riding.

· Participants in group rides or events agree to abide by the Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club “Rules of the Road” procedures (TBP).  

Article V: Safety

Section 1: By joining and participating in the Ohio University Motorcycle Riding Club, members acknowledge that motorcycling is a sport which carries certain inherent risks and they assume full and sole personal responsibility for those risks and for their personal safety.  Club members agree to put safe riding as the first and primary consideration during all club activities and events.  

As a group, the club most strongly recommends ATGATT (all the gear, all the time) to include the use of protective clothing and equipment when riding, to include a full-face or modular helmet, eye protection, hearing protection, jacket and trousers that provide both abrasion protection and impact protection, full-fingered gloves, and over-the-ankle boots.
